The issue involved hosting 9992-ENC 
in the BBG. Over time (24 hours) the BBG-1300 would consume all of the available RAM and the OS would either 
reboot or become unusable. This issue was identified in the Einstein project in Einstein git hash edb83893. These 
changes were brought into the BBG-1300 to resolve the memory leak.
